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Along with running a grocery business 
in Ongata Rongai near Nairobi, I am also 
a mother of 10 children including 2 
orphans. But my husband’s and my 
revenue fell short of supporting 
the family. And each day was 
l i t e r a l l y  a  con t inua t ion  o f 
suffering. 

Desp i t e  yea r s  o f  l i f e  a s  a 
believer, I didn’t have steadfast 
faith. It was after registering 
at Nairobi Manmin Holiness 
Church that I had this special 
experience. When I was pregnant 
with my eighth baby, I didn’t give 
birth even after 11 months. I visited 
several hospitals but couldn’t receive 
a diagnosis due to financial difficulty. 
Then I began to experience constant 
dizziness and losing consciousness. I 
was overwhelmed with the fear that 
I might miscarry and die with my 
baby. 

In March 2008, I got a chance 
to listen to Bishop Dr. Myongho 
Cheong’s sermon about spiritual 
f a i t h  t h r o u g h  a  f a m i l y  T V 
program. I was very impressed and decided to receive 
prayer from him. 

I visited Kenya Nairobi Manmin Holiness Church, 
and after the worship service, I attended the Divine 
Healing Meeting that afternoon. There was a long line 
of people who wanted to receive prayer from Bishop 
Dr. Myongho Cheong. The patients wore a name tag on 
which the names of their diseases were written on it, 
and testified to their healing, crying out “Hallelujah” 
after receiving the prayer. 

“Yes! I can also be healed!”
But I didn’t have the courage to stand in front of 

so many people. I was afraid because I often lost 
consciousness and collapsed. While I was hesitating, 
my daughter Eunice led me to the podium. When it 
was my turn, Bishop Dr. Myongho Cheong prayed, 
laying his hands on my head, and I suddenly felt my 
entire body become hot. Right after the prayer, he said, 
“You will give birth to the baby within a week. Don’t 
worry.” 

And surprisingly, I gave birth to my baby, just as 
Dr. Cheong said. I delivered a baby on Tuesday of that 
week, and the baby is in good health. Hallelujah! 

Eric, my seventh son, age three, suffered from atopic 
dermatitis beginning as early as three weeks after he 
was born. His face smelled terrible and looked as if he 
had been burned. Because of this, we were exiled from 
the place where we lived. 

All the money I earned went to treat my son’s 
disease, but Eric was healed after receiving prayer 
from Bishop Dr. Myongho Cheong. He was set free 
from pain through prayer, and started to get better. 

And finally, he was completely healed 
in three weeks. His face was very 

bright and soft like that of 
a new-born baby. And after 

learning about tithes, we were 
able to overcome poverty. 

After I began giving God 
my tithes, I was able to 

expand my grocery business 
and my husband found a 
decent job. We are now so 

happy and comfortable in our 
bigger house. My entire family 
is now in good health without 
having to go to the hospital. 

Through my testimony, eight people 
were evangelized. I give thanks and 
glory to God who led us to the way 
of blessing!

A scholarship-awarding ceremony was held 
under the auspices of the Scholarship Department 

of the Church’s Charity Committee in the main 
sanctuary during Sunday Evening Service on 
November 8, 2009. The scholarships were 
awarded to 138 students (from elementary to 
high school) including Sinhee Na, 13, of Sohwa 
Elementary School, Yumin Kim, 14, of Yeongseo 
Middle School, Soovin Park, 19, of Doksan High 
School. 

The students who qualify themselves for 
the scholarship are elementary to university 

students who are without parents or cannot 
afford to study due to financial difficulties, or 
students who display academic excellence. The 
scholarship department selects students by the 
recommendation of a guidance pastor or a parish 
pastor and offers scholarships on a quarterly 
basis. (College students each semester) 

Pastor Youngsin Choi, in charge of selecting 
scholarship recipients, says “Senior Pastor always 
stresses that there should be no student who can’t 
study because they can’t afford it.”

Nowadays, Korea has a better welfare system 
than it did in the past. But our church finds 
students who aren’t able to receive the national 
support due to sudden, unexpected events, such 
as diseases or business failure in the family. 
The fund for the scholarship is raised from the 
church’s finance, revenues from the snack bar 
and vending machines and donations from Senior 
Pastor Dr. Jaerock Lee and Elder Kyudong Lee. 

Elder Kyudong Lee (Founder of Urim Asset 
Plus Insurance Co.), who has been participating 
in the student’s scholarship program since 2005, 
opened Urim Asset Plus Branch of Shinhan Life 
Insurance Inc. with a vision for the blessing 
from God. “Things didn’t go well as I thought, 
and I was in a situation in which I had to choose 
whether or not to continue my business. But I 
thought, “No, this is the right time to plant the 
seed of faith!” so I participated in raising the 
funds for the student scholarship. From that point 

on, blessing came pouring down on me from 
above. It makes me so happy when I see those 
students growing up beautifully in the Lord.”  

Senior Pastor Dr. Jaerock Lee is especially 
interested in taking care of members who are 
in need because he himself experienced severe 
poverty when he suffered from diseases for 
seven years before he met God. So, he has 
been helping under-privileged students since 
he founded his church in 1982, and in 1995 
established the Charity Committee (President: 
Pastor Soojin Lee), which consists of the Charity 
Department and the Scholarship Department. As 
of now, about 10 thousand students have received 
scholarships through this scholarship program. 

Pastor Choi, Director of the Scholarship 
Department said, “One day, I remember the 
Senior Pastor was looking for a student who had 
been missing church for a long time, a student 
whom even the guidance pastors had forgotten 
about due to his long absence, so the church 
found him and gave him help. Since then, many 
students have successfully finished their studies 
through the scholarship program and are working 
in many fields as important contributors to 
society; some as church workers, and some as 
members of the Nissi Orchestra.” 

The Scholarship Department is planning 
to expand its support so that more and more 
students can study and accomplish their dreams, 
regardless of their economic backgrounds.

One Hundred-Thirty
Eight Students Receive

“My name is Alexander Sotov. I am a Christian, church 
minister and speaker, working full time as a high school 
English teacher. With this letter I want to give thanks 
to God for His mercy and power He performs through 
the prayer in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ and to 
thank personally Senior Pastor Dr. Jaerock Lee and other 
ministers who have prayed for my health. I am very 
thankful and want God to abundantly bless you for your 
ministry and heart. Being unable to operate proper medical 
terminology I will try to describe what happened the way 
I’ve seen and felt it. 

Some time ago I began feeling unwell. Monday, October 
12, during the 12th class during the lessons I felt on 
the point of collapse. In the evening my wife called an 
emergency. My condition seemed pre-stroke with slight 
face asymmetry and tongue deviation to the right. Blood 
pressure was 170/110 and I was taken to hospital.

Tuesday I was examined by two doctors; they suspected 
I might have had stroke, diabetes and high blood pressure. 
Wednesday, in the morning I received Dr Jaerock Lee’s 
prayer for the sick on the phone (1-770-554-5679). After 
that the blood pressure dropped to 150/90. Computer 
tomography showed no brain damage, and blood tests 
confirmed no symptom of diabetes. Friday night I was 
prayed by the Senior Pastor being confident that I had 
already been healed. Since Friday, blood pressure has been 
measured several times, and it is 130/85. Arthritis pain in 
the shoulder disappeared also.

 “Let me pray for the sick…high blood pressure, 
paralysis and stroke, go away…!”

On October 21, today I was examined by my local 
doctor. No further treatment was prescribed and neither 
was special advice given. “Nothing that had been expected 
was confirmed and your blood pressure is normal. It might 
have been like a moment stroke that came and… just 
passed by,” added the doctor and made a “passing by” 
gesture with her hand. Now I am at home and feel well. I 
thank God. He has forgiven me of my sins. He has given 
me faith enough to receive the prayer of Senior Pastor, 
to get the answer to the prayer and to be grateful for this 
grace from the depth of my heart. May God richly bless 
Manmin Church, Senior Pastor, all the ministers, and 
pastors!”

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A Variety of News  Holy Communion is a ceremony 
where we eat and drink bread and 
wine which symbolize the flesh 
and blood of  the  Son of  Man. 
Communion is the commemoration 
of the love of Jesus who gave all 
His flesh and blood by dying on the 
cross to save us. The communion is 
also a ceremony which teaches us 
how we need to live as Christians. 
Of course just because we eat and 
drink the bread and wine during 
com m u n i o n  i t  d oes  n o t  m ea n 
we gain salvation.  We need to 
understand the spiritual meaning 
behind the  ceremony and l ive 
according to what we learned, in 
order to confirm our salvation. 
Let us take a look at what kind 
of  attitude we must have when 
participating in communion, and 
understand the meaning of  the 
bread and wine as we celebrate the 
biblical feasts God commands us to. 

Jesus  i s  the  Son of  God the 
Creator,  who is  one  wi th  God 
Himself in origin and who dwelt in 
great glory. This Jesus took on the 
body of man, His creation, and came 
down to this earth to suffer hunger, 
tiredness, cold and heat, and every 
pain of human life. Furthermore, 
at the end of His earthly life, He 
received all kinds of mockeries and 
sufferings and ultimately died on 
the cross. Jesus took on all these 
sufferings completely in order to 
fulfill God’s plan to save mankind. 
Because Jesus shed His blood, those 
who believe in this fact are forgiven 
of their sins and receive salvation. 

So why would God want to take 
us into the heavenly kingdom at the 
price of turning over the life of His 
one and only Son? It’s because He 
wants to share His true love with 
us. God does not want children who 
simply abide by the Laws in fear 
of His judgment. He does not want 
children who believe in Him simply 
because He answers their prayers 
and gives them blessings. 

The kind of children whom God 
wants are those who love Him and 
believe in Him even in trials and 
sufferings, even if  He does not 
answer all their prayers and always 
blesses them. God wants those 
children who live by His word just 
because they love Him with their 
hearts, and not because they are 
afraid of His judgment. God gave 
the life of His one and only Son, the 
most precious One, in order to share 
His love with true children and to 

allow them to enjoy the glory of the 
heavenly kingdom together with 
Him. 

Today, there are many believers, 
but not very many of them are true 
children of God who feel the heart 
of  the Father deeply and share 
their love with Him. They just say 
with their lips, “Lord, I love you.” 
This does not make them His true 
children. Then, what do we have to 
do? John 6:54 says, “He who eats 
My flesh and drinks My blood has 
eternal life, and I will raise him up 
on the last day.”

To eat the flesh of the Son of 
Man is to take the word of God as 
spiritual bread. John 1:1 says that 
the Word is God. John 1:14 says that 
Jesus is the Word that became flesh, 
and dwelt among us. Therefore, to 
eat the flesh of the Son of Man is 
to take in the word of God. To take 
in the word of God doesn’t mean 
just knowing it as mere knowledge. 

It means to change our hearts with 
that word. In order to take in the 
word of God this way, we have to 
eat the flesh and drink the blood 
of the Son of Man together. This 
means that while we are learning 
the word of God, our deeds must 
accompany the word. 

When we eat food, we have to 
drink liquid together with it. If we 
just eat dry food without consuming 
any liquid, we cannot digest the 
food. We can discard body waste 
and take in new nourishment only 
when water is supplied. Likewise, 
when we learn the truth, we have to 
try to practice the word we learn. 
When we do this, the untruth in 
us will be discarded as waste and 
the truth will replace it. Hatred 
will go out and love will replace 
it. Arrogance will go away and 
humility will take its place. 

1 John 1:7 says, “But if we walk 
in the Light as He Himself is in 
the Light, we have fellowship with 
one another, and the blood of Jesus 
His Son cleanses us from all sin.” 
Here, to walk in the light means 
to practice and obey the word of 
God. Jesus forgave us of our sins by 
shedding His precious blood. But 
in order for us to be cleansed from 
our sins by His blood, we have to 
walk in the light. This message 
about eating the flesh and drinking 
the blood of the Son of Man is not 
something that forces us to keep our 
duties. It is an explanation to us that 
Jesus loved us even to the point of 
giving His flesh and blood in order 
to give us eternal life. It also tells us 
that if we just keep His love in our 
heart and practice the truth, we will 
gain eternal life and enjoy abundant 
blessings. 

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
Romans 8:32 says, “He who did 
not spare His own Son, but gave 
Him up for us all—how will He not 
also, along with Him, graciously 
give us all things?” God, who gave 
us the life of His only begotten 
Son, has given us many blessings 
as well. I urge you to keep the love 
of God more deeply in your heart 
through the Holy Communion and 
accomplish complete sanctification 
by diligently eating and taking in the 
flesh and blood of the Son of Man.
