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We have three lovely daughters.
They are Ha-eun, 8, Hayoung, 6,
and Hana who was born recently.
They are all growing up well
amidst God’s grace. Among them,
the youngest Hana was born by
the special love and grace of God.

In latter December of 2007, 1
unfortunately had some financial
deals with one of the church
members. My wife and I greatly
suffered from the pressure of
the moneylender paying the
interest which was millions of
won (thousands of dollars in US
currency) a month. Because of
this difficulty caused by myself,
my wife Deaconess Hyungjung
Lee had a very hard time, and
we often had quarrels with
each other. Meanwhile, she got
pregnant in May, 2009 and she
had a discharge of blood from
the beginning of her pregnancy.
Thinking she might have a
miscarriage, I took her to the
hospital and fortunately nothing
was wrong. On September 18,
when we were offering Friday
All-night Service, my wife said
something like thick water was
wetting her legs.

“Oh my God, what is this?”

“Darling, I am discharging
blood, my skirt’s getting all wet!”

It kept coming out until the
seat cover was wet. At that time I
thought it was blood because she
was wearing a reddish skirt. So
I didn’t think it as very serious
for it had sometimes happened
previously. She was 19 weeks
pregnant at that time. A few days
later, I found my wife’s belly
had become thin. “Wife! I think
there’s something wrong with
your belly. It became so thin!
We’d better go see an obstetrician
and check.”

On September 28, 2009, she
had an ultra-sonogram at a
neighborhood hospital and found
out she had little amniotic fluid.
Amniotic fluid is the thick liquid
contained by the amniotic sac of a
pregnant woman, and it helps the
growth of the fetus and it comes
out when the baby is born helping
an easy delivery. The doctor
recommended that we move to
a bigger hospital saying that she
was in a critical condition. On
September 30, she was diagnosed
with oligohydramnios and was
hospitalized.

I wondered why she was in
that kind of situation. I thought
one of the reasons was a discord
between me and my wife. But
most of all, I committed a grave

sin that I made a financial deal
and became a guarantor for debts
disobeying the word of God
(Proverbs 22:26). I thoroughly
repented with tears at the moment
I realized this. I was so sorry for
my wife and children who were
suffering because of me. I went
to Senior Pastor and repented.
Then, Senior Pastor comforted
us giving us words of warm
love and advice. I determined to
become not only a faithful worker
of God but a good husband and
father to my wife and children.
My wife understood my heart
with pleasure and also decided
to depend only on God from that
time on.

“Let us commit everything to
God. God will work for us if we
receive the Senior Pastor’s prayer
with faith.”

“Of course, He will! We will
receive His answers!”

We showed our faith before
God. We weren’t worried
anymore thinking ‘What if
something happens to our baby?’

On Sunday of October 4,
I went to Senior Pastor and
received his prayer. My heart
was at peace. “There was another
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member who gave birth to a baby
without amniotic fluid not long
after the church was founded,”
said the Senior Pastor as soon as
he finished his prayer. I answered
with faith saying, “Amen.” My
wife who was at the hospital
at that time also accepted it
with faith as she heard about
this, and she became peaceful
as well. Normally, drinking
water and injection of dextrose
cause the amnion to have more
amniotic fluid. But strangely

after receiving Senior Pastor’s
prayer, more water flowed out
from the damaged amnion. It
came out too much to the point
she had to change her sanitary
pads couple of times a day and
even her underwear got soaked.
But we kept praying all the
more diligently with a faith that
God would let us give birth to a
healthy baby by Senior Pastor’s
prayer which is guaranteed by
God.

From a medical viewpoint, if
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amnion is damaged and infected
with germs, a pregnant woman
might be in a critical state or
she might have a miscarriage.
And without amniotic fluid in
the amnion, it’s hard for a fetus
to grow and stay in a proper
temperature and there is a high
chance of the pregnant woman
giving birth to a deformed baby.

She spent over four more
months in this condition that she
almost had no amniotic fluid.
No one can deny the powerful
works of God which have been
manifested by Senior Pastor’s
prayer. We later realized the
reason that Senior Pastor told me
about a member who delivered a
baby without amniotic fluid was
to give us faith and assurance.
We always made a profession
of faith that we would glorify
God by safe delivery because
Senior Pastor gave us a prayer of
blessing.0

On January 3, 2010, when it
was month before the due date,
we received Senior Pastor’s
prayer for the delivery. “God
Father, Please let the baby be
born healthy and at a normal
weight. God worked so quickly.
Three days after we received his
prayer, we gave birth to a healthy
baby before the due date. This
was when she had been pregnant
for nine months (35 weeks).
At the moment we took an
ultra sonogram of the baby, she
weighted only 2.02 kg. But in just
three days, the weight increased
by 600g and she was born at 2.6
kg by the prayer. Right before
she was born, the doctor said the
baby would probably have to
enter the intensive care unit or
be placed in the incubator. But
how would the doctor possibly
imagine that the amazing work of
God would happen!

“For this commandment which | command you today is not too difficult for you, nor is it out of reach.

It is not in heaven, that you should say, ‘Who will go up to heaven for us to get it for us and make us hear it, that we may observe it?’

Nor is it beyond the sea, that you should say, ‘Who will cross the sea for us to get it for us and make us hear it,
that we may observe it?’ But the word is very near you, in your mouth and in your heart, that you may observe it.”

Many people say Christian life is
not easy though they profess their faith
in God. But God says Christian life is
never difficult. When we lead an easy
and joyful Christian life, God would
also be pleased and He can answer us
quickly. Then, how can we lead an easy
Christian life?

First, we must have a clear
goal.

[ met the living God after suffering
from diseases for seven years. Despite
a very poor and difficult environment,
I always had joy and happiness for I
believed in heaven. And since I was
called as a servant of the Lord, I've
never thought anything was difficult for
God was with me with His great power.
I had a clear goal from the beginning
because I had an assurance that God is
alive and heaven exists. Because I was
certain I would achieve the goal only if
I follow the way that God presented, I
didn’t doubt and hesitate thinking ‘Do I
have to give up or not?’

Brothers and sisters, just think
about the students who study to
enter colleges. They invest 12 years
beginning from elementary school, then
in middle school and throughout high
school. But entering the eternal heaven
cannot even begin to compare with
entering a college. Moreover, we don’t
even have to worry whether we can
really make it or not. If we just follow
the way that He shows us, all of us can
achieve it. The outcome will be given
exactly according to what you have
done so we have no reason to be lazy
running toward New Jerusalem.

If you start a business with your
own capital, you will try your best for
the success even when you sometimes
feel humiliated by others. If you have
a firm faith and hope toward the results
that you will gain after you try your
best effort, you will never get tired but
your dream will become even greater.
Then, how about spiritual things which
can be given only by God? You should
definitely try and never say it’s hard
or difficult. If you make up your mind
thinking ‘T will surely accomplish my
goal’ and run toward it, God will be
with you with His grace and ability
and you can lead an each Christian life
with the help of the Holy Spirit. If a
mountain climber has a firm goal, he
wouldn’t think ‘This mountain would

be very difficult to climb’ before he
even starts climbing the mountain. If
he goes up the mountain step by step
only with the thoughts that he will
succeed, he will finally be able to reach
the summit. Likewise, if you set up a
clearly goal in your life of faith and
keep running toward New Jerusalem
without looking back, you will never
think Christian life is hard or difficult.

Secondly, we have to go
towards the goal without change
of mind.

This changing of the mind is such a
great obstacle in a Christian life. The
reason why I could reach the levels
of spirit and whole spirit, and even to
deeper spiritual realm, is because I had
no change of mind. I could have gone
into the deeper realm of spirit today
because I neither changed mind nor
gave up. You cannot achieve it just by
thinking, ‘If I can’t, it means I can’t.’
So I mad a clear goal and tried without
changing and giving up mid-way. Of
course, physically there were so many
hardships and I had to expend great
toil and effort with fasting and prayers,
but I never thought those things were
difficult.

In case of a mountain-climber, if he
thinks he wants to rest in the middle
or he wants to go back down, then
from that moment on he will feel it’s
difficult. We feel a Christian life is hard
and difficult because we have the desire
to give up in the middle and change our
attitudes.

It is not an easy thing to get
promoted in your work place. But if
you give up in a couple of years just
because you are not promoted, or if
you shift your workplace many times

with changing attitude, it will be more
difficult to get promoted. In fact, for
us to change and go to New Jerusalem
is easier than to get promoted. If your
thoughts that the life of faith is difficult
or hard disappear, you can lead a happy
life of faith.

Thirdly, we have to be joyful
and happy going towards the
goal.

The reason why people climb
mountains, even though it’s hard, is
probably because of the happiness they
get after they climb the mountain. As
they feel the happiness of conquering
each mountain, they do not think
it’s hard to climb the mountains but
they’d rather feel happier and happier.
Likewise, as we lead a life of faith in
Christ, there are different goals that
we have to achieve at different times.
For example, at first we have the goal
of 1st kingdom of heaven, and the
2nd kingdom, then the 3rd kingdom
of heaven, and then to enter New
Jerusalem. As we conquer each level
one by one, we will finally reach New
Jerusalem.

But some of you say that you feel
it is hard when you discover the
shortcomings in your Christian life.
Since I was a new believer, I was
happy to find my shortcomings and
cast them away. I never thought it was
hard to face my own shortcomings nor
did I feel it somewhat wasteful to cast
them away. [ thought I would get into
better heavenly dwelling places only
when [ cast them away anyway. And
the more I cast such things away, the
happier I became. So, I hope you will
rejoice more and give thanks when
you realize your own evil. Then you
will always have joy and thanks even
in trials and tests and you will find out
yourself even more and make yourself
more perfect. You are happy to realize
yourself, to be able to cast them away,
and to be changed. This is the reason
why you can always be happy in our
walk of faith in every kind of situation.
I pray in the name of the Lord that all
of you will take this march of faith with
joy and happiness, so we can go ever
nearer to our goal of New Jerusalem.

Manmin Bible Academy,
a Cradle for Spiritual Warriors

4 Manmin Bible Academy (President
Pastor Gamaliel Lee) was established in 1997
with the goal to teach the Bible to members.
It has served as a cradle for spiritual warriors
and systematically teaches the Bible with the
explanations from God for the members’” growth
of faith. Those who have a title of cell leader,
group leader, junior deaconess and above are
required to finish the courses of Manmin Bible

Academy.

The education consists of two
semesters; in spring and in autumn
of every year. The students attend
the class once a week from § PM
to 10 PM and there are the basic,
intermediate and upper level classes.
Each class is a 10-week-long
program. The student studies the
‘The New and Old Testaments’ and
‘The Message of the Cross’ during
the basic level class, currently held
in the third sanctuary; ‘The Measure
of Faith’ and ‘Man of Spirit’ are

taught during the intermediate level class that
meets in the first nursery room; and in the upper
level course they study ‘Spirit, Soul and Body’,
‘The Power of God” and watch the DVD of
‘Thunder with the Original Voice’. After the
students complete all the courses, they receive
the certificate of completion from Senior Pastor
Dr. Jaerock Lee at the completion ceremony held
during a designated Sunday Evening Service.
The first semester begins in next March, and the
applicants can register at the lobby of the main
sanctuary from 8 PM until 9 PM from 2 weeks
before the opening day of this semester.

The Completion Ceremony of Manmin Bible Academy was
held during Sunday Evening Service on December 13, 2009.

This is why I registered Manmin Bible
Academy and finished all the courses. In the
basic class I learned about Jesus Christ and
what the Bible consisted of through ‘The
Message of the Cross’ and ‘The New and
Old Testaments’.

To Spiritually
Arm Ourselves
with the Words

1. You have to diligently
read, hear and recite
the word of God and
engrave it in your heart.

Proverbs 3:3 reads “Do not let
kindness and truth leave you; bind
them around your neck, write them
on the tablet of your heart.” The
children of God not only should stay
close to God’s word but also they
have to keep it in mind. The reason is
because of the changeable nature of
humans. They easily forget the word
they heard, and to the same extent
that they are in the flesh, it is not easy
for them to always keep their heart.
Thus, you have to engrave the word in
your heart and act according to it by
reading it again and again until you
can recite it. Then, you will finally be
able to act by the word as habitually
as you eat and sleep.

2. You have to daily
meditate on the word of
God and pray fervently
holding onto the word.

Those who long for the word of God
would like to meditate on the word
in whatever they do. Even though we
know the word, living according to it
is not easy only by the will and effort
of man. Only when we receive the
grace, ability and the aid of the Holy
Spirit from God, can we throw away
sins and live according to the word
of God. This is why it is written in
Timothy 4:5 that “For it is sanctified
by means of the word of God and
prayer.”

3. By keeping and
acting by the word,
you have to completely
cultivate your heart into
that of the spirit.

Romans 2:13 reads “For it is not
the hearers of the Law who are just
before God, but the doers of the Law
will be justified.” Once we hear the
word of God, it is important to act
according to it. Only when we bear
the fruit of living by the word, and
our faith becomes perfect, not only
will we reach salvation but we will be
able to enter New Jerusalem.
