Deaconess Hyung-yun Lim (Gwangju Manmin Church)

In 1993 when I was attending a
Presbyterian church, I married my
husband with a condition that he would
attend the church. But actually, he
hardly went to church, and my mother-
in-law called in a shaman for exorcism
and often visited fortune-tellers. In this
environment, [ could no longer go to
church. I was so distressed that [ wanted
to commit suicide many times.

Being sorry about walking away
from God, I had to spend each day
in agony. When I pleaded with my
husband saying that I wanted to move
out, he allowed it. I moved downtown
from the suburban area of Gwangju,
but I still became increasingly mentally and
physically distressed. Meanwhile, my little
sister Geumsun Lim, who is now a pastor at
Manmin Central Church, called me in April,
1996. She said, “Sister, it’s about time you
should go to church. All your problems can
be solved only in God. Please visit Gwangju
Manmin Church. We are going to have a
Two-week Special Revival Meeting soon.”

I was visited by Pastor Hyung-ryul Park
ministering to Gwangju Manmin Church
and went to Seoul to attend the Two-
week Special Revival Meeting. As soon as
I entered the main sanctuary of Manmin
Central Church, I felt like I was in Heaven
and I was overjoyed and happy while
listening to the sermon preached by Senior
Pastor Dr. Jaerock Lee.

Dreaming of Family
Evangelization

As my faith grew more and more, I tried
to evangelize my husband and my mother-
in-law. When I asked her, “Mother, would
you go to church with me?” she answered
saying, “Over my dead body!” She tore
Manmin News and the Bible to pieces. She
hated me even more as I became passionate
in church life. She even said, “Leave
our family and ask your parents to teach
you more!” To make matters worse, my
husband’s business faced bankruptcy twice
during the Korean Financial Crisis. My
mother-in-law blamed me saying that I was
bringing misfortune to the family. Pushing
my husband to get divorced, she tried to
find fault with everything I did. However,
I felt pity on her soul as she denied God.
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I knew about Heaven and Hell and I had
only one thought. That was that I had to
accomplish evangelization of the family any
way I could.

Even when I was persecuted, I didn’t stop
praying and offering 3-day or 7-day-fasting.
I made the utmost effort in carrying out
God-given duties as a sub-district leader and
a group leader.

I always treated my mother-in-law with
goodness. Even when she rebuked me, I
didn’t talk back but answered, “Yes, I will
do better.” And I did my best to do my duty
by calling and visiting her. I bought her
food that she liked or I made Kimchi for
her. Most of all, I prayed for the salvation
of my mother-in-law and husband, and I
also didn’t forget to receive Senior Pastor’s
prayer every month. One day she began to
open the door to her heart. After she realized
my heart trying to serve her with love, she
called me first rather her own sons when
something happened in the family and there
wasn’t any persecution any longer. But still,
she wouldn’t go to church.

I received a wonderful blessing during
the Lunar New Year’s holiday. I eagerly
wanted to receive the prayer of blessing
from Senior Pastor, but I also had to visit
my husband’s parents. So, I decided to send
some offerings along with prayer titles and
called Pastor Geumsun Lim. But she said,
“I think it would be better for you to come
and receive Senior Pastor’s prayer directly.”
Fortunately with my husband’s permission,
I could go to Seoul with other members on
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Friday, February 12. At 12 PM, I
attended the New Year’s greeting
with Senior Pastor and listened to
his message directly for the first
time since I registered the church
15 years ago and I was overjoyed
thinking, ‘Am I in a dream?’

When Dr. Lee said, “As one of
the blessing of this New Year’s
greeting, God will move the
heart of people,” I was touched. I
had always been praying for the
salvation of my mother-in-law,
brothers and sisters-in-law and
my husband. After receiving his
prayer of blessing, I returned to
Gwangju with a happy heart.

When [ asked her, “Mother! Why don’t
you come to our house and dine together?”
she just answered, “Sure, let’s do it, and
I won’t do the ancestral rite anymore.”
Very surprised, I asked her again, “Really?
Then how about going to church with us
tomorrow?” She said, “Can I go to the
church tomorrow? Is there a service during
the holiday?”

On the following day, February 14, with
my mother-in-law and my husband, who
was a long-term absentee, and I went to
Gwangju Manmin Church and attended the
service together. My mother-in-law later
registered in the church. My husband and I
rejoiced and exclaimed saying “Praise the
Lord!” We became even happier with the
rainbow that God showed us that day. She
again attended Sunday Service on February
and said that she felt comfortable. Just
as Senior Pastor said at the New Year’s
greeting that God would move the hearts of
people, and solve our various problems and
accomplish the family evangelization if we
receive the prayer by faith, God moved the
heart of my mother-in-law.

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THE FRUIT OF THE SPIRIT (8)

Gentleness

“But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,
gentleness, self-control; against such things there is no law” (Galatians 5:22-23).

In the dictionary gentleness is defined
as the quality or state of being gentle,
soft, tender, or mild. But spiritual
gentleness is not simply mildness and
soft tenderness. Those who are naive or
those who don’t get angry at all due to
low intelligence level may appear to be
gentle in the eyes of the worldly people.
But spiritual gentleness is something
different.

1. The Meaning of Spiritual
Gentleness

Spiritual gentleness is to have wisdom
and the ability to discern between the
right and wrong, but at the same time to
have the ability to understand and accept
everybody because there is no evil in
them. Namely, spiritual gentleness is to
have generosity and virtue coupled with
a mild and soft character. If you have
this virtuous generosity, you won’t just
be mild all the time, but you also have
dignity when necessary.

The heart of the gentle person is as
soft as cotton. If you throw a stone
into cotton or poke it with a needle,
the cotton will just cover and embrace
the object. Likewise, no matter how
other people treat them, those who
are spiritually gentle will not have
hard-feelings in their hearts towards
them. Namely, they don’t get angry or
feel discomfort, and they do not give
discomfort to others, either. They do
not pass judgment or condemnation, but
understand and accept others. People
will feel a sense of comfort from these
people so many people can come and
find rest in those who are spiritually
gentle.

2. Moses Acknowledged by God for
His Gentleness

Numbers 12:3 says, “Now the man
Moses was very humble, more than any
man who was on the face of the earth.”
The number of the sons of Israel was
more than 600,000 adult men. Including
women and children it could have been
much more than 2 million. Leading such
a large number of people in itself would
be a very difficult task for an ordinary
person, especially leading these people
who, as former slaves of Egypt, had
hardened hearts. That is why the people
disobeyed God time and time again
even though Moses showed them such
great power. When faced with just minor
difficulty in their situations, they soon
began to complain and stand against

Moses. Just by seeing the fact that Moses
led such people in the wilderness for 40
years, we can understand how spiritually
gentle Moses had been.

Matthew 5:5 says, “Blessed are the
gentle, for they shall inherit the earth.”
Here, ‘to inherit the earth’ does not mean
you will receive a piece of land on this
earth. It means that to the extent to which
you accomplish gentleness you will
receive a large piece of land in Heaven.
Even though you have a very big piece
of land here on earth, you cannot take
it to Heaven. But if you receive land in
Heaven by accomplishing gentleness,
then it will be your eternal inheritance.
You can spend happy moments forever
in that place with the Lord and your dear
ones.

3. How Can We Bear the Fruit of
Gentleness?

Spiritually, a gentle heart is likened
to good soil. If a man has a lot of evil,
his heart is hardened like the soil of the
roadside and he cannot accept the truth.
Even if he hears the truth and receives
God’s grace, he soon has doubt and the
grace pours out. He forsakes the grace to
gain worldly things. But, even this kind
of heart-soil can be changed into good
soil if the person diligently works to
change it. Even the most barren land can
be changed into a good soil if the farmer
diligently cultivates it. Even the hearts
that are hardened like the hardened
roadside-like fields can be plowed by the
help of the Holy Spirit. Even the hearts
that have envy, jealousy, quarrelling
and other rough forms of the mind can
become mild and gentle. The more you
cultivate your heart this way, the more
of the fruit of gentleness you will bear.

As you cultivate your heart-field
into good soil, you will automatically

bear other fruits of the Holy Spirit, too.
But gentleness is more closely related
with the plowing of the heart-field. You
cannot become gentle unless you cast
away hot-temper, hatred, envy, greed,
quarrelling, boasting, self-righteousness,
etc. With such characters of heart,
other people cannot find rest in you. If
you have spiritual gentleness, you will
receive an answer to anything you ask,
just like you get good fruits when you
sow anything in a good field. You will
also hear the voice of the Holy Spirit
clearly so you will prosper in all things.

4. What Is Meant by Having both
Gentleness and Virtuous Generosity?

First, virtuous generosity appears as
both dignified and moderate actions.
Those who are just mild all the time
without proper discernments cannot
accept others. They will be looked
down upon and used by others. Those
who have both gentleness and virtuous
generosity have a proper standard of
judgment. They do what is righteous by
correctly discerning what is right and
what is wrong.

When Jesus purified the Temple and
rebuked the hypocrisy of the Pharisees
and the scribes, He was very strong
and stern. He has a gentle heart so as
not to so much as break bruised reeds
or snuff out smoldering wicks, but still
He rebuked the people harshly when
He had to. If you have such dignity and
righteousness in heart, people cannot
look down on you even if you never
raise your voice or try to become stern.

Next, virtuous generosity shows
outwardly as actions of mercy and
compassion coming from a broad
heart. They not only help those who
are in financial need, but also those
who are spiritually weary and weak
by comforting them and showing them
grace. Just having the consideration in
heart and showing the actual deeds will
be very different for the person who
is going through a problem. When the
gentleness appears on the outside as
virtuous deeds, it can give grace and life
to others.

I hope that you will diligently cultivate
your heart and bear the beautiful fruit of
gentleness and thereby lead many souls
to salvation.

The Evangelization of Japan Is Being
Actively Accomplished since the
Korea-Japan Great Evangelization
Crusade with Dr. Jaerock Lee

Some Japanese pastors who first heard the holiness gospel
through the Korea-Japan Great Evangelization Crusade held in
Korea in 1992 had constantly requested Manmin Central Church
to commission missionaries and establish branch churches
in Japan. Eventually in January 1994, Pastor Seung-gil Ryu
was commissioned as a missionary and started his ministry
by establishing Ida Manmin Church located in Ida, Nagano
Prefecture which is in the center of the Honshu region.

In November of that year, the 1994 Evangelization Crusade
in Ida was held with the Speaker Rev. Dr. Jaerock Lee. After
the Great Crusade in Shinshu, held in September 1996, the
Japanese ministry began to be accomplished more vigorously.
Since then, Pastors Kangsup Chang, Kyungtae Chung, Ami
Song and Marco Kim were commissioned as missionaries and
founded branch churches in Yamagata, Tokyo and Kobe, and
Japanese pastors including Pastors Isao Kato, Yasuhiro Tokikuni,
Miyako Tokikuni and Miki Komatsu set up branch churches
in Beppu, Nagoya and Asahikawa. In September of 2000, at
The Nagoya Miracle Convention, 13 deaf-mutes came to hear
and speak at once after receiving Dr. Jaerock Lee’s prayer and
greatly glorified God.

Particularly, the healing of
a child named Kohei Komai who had been
sitting in a wheel chair with rheumatism
arthritis, contributed a lot to this church’s
becoming a branch church. Matsumoto
Manmin Church (Pastor Masaaki Ito)
registered as a branch church in February,
2004 and offered the Dedication Service
in April of the year. Since then, the church
has been vigorously working for its
ministry holding handkerchief meetings.

Kansai Manmin Church was founded
in September 1999 by Pastor Marco
Kim who was deeply touched by reading
Dr. Jaerock Lee’s testimonial memoir
Tasting Eternal Life before Death,
and the church he pastored changed
its name to Osaka Manmin Church in
March 2001.

Hokota Manmin Church was founded
by Brother Masaru Itsuka who was
healed of anthropophobia. Also, Pastor
Maeda Saetaka of Tsurumi Evangelical
Church (associative church) experienced
the power of God when he was healed of
diverticulum of his large intestines.

Beppu Manmin Churches

is spreading the holiness gospel having
fellowship with churches near Okayama
and in Shikoku Island. Many of the
branches are holding handkerchief
meetings so the members are leading
their Christian life with the fullness of
the Holy Spirit by experiencing healings
as well as the growth of their faith,
and the church is in revival. Through
this, the new believers are given faith
to receive salvation. Those who had
weak faith come to have true faith and
hope for heaven and church workers are
working more passionately. We hope that
the fire of revival would burn higher and
higher in this country where the living
God is being testified with the holiness
gospel and the powerful works of God.
