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I have led a happy life feeling
like T gained the whole world.
This is because I have taken
part in the church-wide evange-
lism campaign.

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To Arise and Shine

“Arise, shine; for your light has come, and the glory of the LORD has risen upon you.” (Isaiah 60:1)

In the present time the wickedness of man is very great
on the earth. People run in the way of destruction, not even
knowing what sins are. We need to manifest God’s powerful
works to lead them to the path of salvation. In other words,
we should become skillful workers who can rise, shine, and
lead many souls to receive salvation in order to give glory to
God. Then, what can we do to be prepared?

First of all, we have to arm ourselves with
God'’s Word.

Just reading, memorizing and listening to the Word of God
does not necessarily mean we are arming ourselves with the
Word. Only when the Word we heard fills us and we put it
into practice can it be said that we are ‘armed with the Word.’
That is, when we arm ourselves with the Word, we will be
convinced that our hearts are filled with the Word of truth and
the Word is ours. Our heart, thoughts and deeds will change,
as well.

For instance, suppose you heard about the Syrophoenician
woman who was told by Jesus, “...it is not good to take the
children’s bread and throw it to the dogs.” At that time, she
humbled herself and showed her faith. She received answers.
After being impressed by her actions, you pray thinking, “I
shouldn’t get offended or feel my pride is hurt by contempt,
but make confession of goodness until the end.” But it’s
not long before someone says something to you that hurts
your feelings like, “Why do you boast so much? You just
like the things that flaunt yourself and you brag about your
accomplishments all the time.” Now, if the truth is cultivated
in you, you are able to feel grateful to the one who has given
you the advice of love.

However, if the truth is understood only as knowledge,
you might think, “That not so...I tried to do my best because
they were not trying hard enough, and now they are judging
me and saying I am boastful? I just tried to plant faith in that
person with my testimony and they say that I was bragging
about my accomplishments!” You have uncomfortable
feelings with many kinds of thoughts. The Holy Spirit works
at one corner of your mind, so you have the thought, “T will
be able to become a man of spirit only when I can accept
words that are a lot more insulting than those.” However,
though you hear the voice in you, you end up ignoring it.

However, if you have really armed yourself with the word,
you won’t have any discomfort. When you receive advice of
any kind, you can just think about how it applies to you and if
you realize something you can change yourself by it. You will
also have authority over your words. You will hear the voice
of the Holy Spirit clearly, and it will help you evangelize
people.

Secondly, we must have spiritual love.

Those who realize God’s grace will naturally come
to love Him. Because they love Him, they cannot help
but to love their brothers as themselves (1 John 4:21).
Suppose you long for New Jerusalem and seek holiness
eagerly, but you do not love your brother. You say some-
thing like, “I can accept everybody else but not this per-
son. I do not like him.” Or, you say, “I do not hate him,
but I do not agree on anything, so I just ignore him.” You
say you do not hate him, but this is very far from love.
The most fundamental problem is that you do not love
him.

Love is gentle and it seeks the benefit of others. You
think in goodness in the other’s view point. You believe
he will do better, hope, endure, and bear with him. You
believe he will change. Even though he does evil and
does harm to you, you can understand him by thinking
about his background and environment, considering his
measure of faith, and understanding his position. Also,
when you see those whom you love, even though they
have some faults, you do not try to reveal them. You
just try to see their good points. Even though the other’s
actions do not agree with your education and common
sense, you help him do better by using his good points.
You have to love those who have rough hearts that are
like battered reeds or smoldering wicks.

Thirdly, we have to pray powerfully.

In order to arise and shine, we not only have to
continue to pray diligently, but also we have to pray
powerfully. Even though some people have prayed for
a long time, they have no improvement in faith. Their
self-righteousness and frameworks do not break. This
means they are not offering up powerful enough prayer
that touches the heart of God. Some people do not even
know what they are praying for because they have other
idle thoughts and doze off in prayers. Those who habitu-
ally doze off during prayers are distracted and have poor
postures for prayer. If you kneel down and pray earnestly
with your hands clasped, you can pray with your heart.

1 Corinthians 14:14 reads, “For if I pray in a tongue,
my spirit prays, but my mind is unfruitful.” As written,
praying in other tongues and prayer of heart must have
balance. In particular, when you pray for the kingdom of
God, you have to clearly pray with your own language.

Some people pray in tongues when they pray for per-
sonal matters and when they pray for the kingdom of
God. In this case, many of them do not pray with heart
while praying in tongues. While they speak in tongues
with their lips, they have idle thoughts. Also, some peo-
ple pray with their words, but they pray with meaning-
less repetitions. Or, some people repeat the same words
as if they were chanting.

Those who pray with all their heart will clearly ex-
press the things that are appropriate for God to hear.
They will remember what they pray for because they
asked for what they truly desire.

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, [ pray in the name

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“But to the rest I say,
not the Lord, that if any
brother has a wife who
is an unbeliever, and she
consents to live with him,
he must not divorce her.
And a woman who has
an unbelieving husband,
and he consents to live
with her, she must not
send her husband away.
For the unbelieving
husband is sanctified
through his wife, and
the unbelieving wife is
sanctified through her
believing husband; for
otherwise your children
are unclean, but now they
are holy”

(1 Corinthians 7:12-14).

“I Want to Know the Will
of God of Divorce.”

I’m a Christian, but my unbelieving husband has persecuted me for a long time. Now we are
facing the crisis of divorce. Is it acceptable before God for me to be divorced from him? I am

wondering what the will of God for the divorce is.

The 48.7% of the counseling that was conducted
_/4 at the Korea Legal Aid Center For Family Rela-

tions in 2010 was concerning divorce. It is due
to the change of the trend of the world, the weakening of
family function and the difference of each spouse’s social
culture. But the believers in Christ should not choose to get
divorced under the influence of the world, and they need to
understand the will of God concerning divorce exactly and
act by it.

The 7th chapter of the First Corinthians records in detail
about marriage, divorce, remarriage and separation. 1 Cor-
inthians 7:10-11 reads, “But to the married I give instruc-
tions, not I, but the Lord, that the wife should not leave her
husband (but if she does leave, she must remain unmarried,
or else be reconciled to her husband), and that the husband
should not divorce his wife.” In these verses, the apostle
Paul teaches the married believers should not get divorced
as much as possible, and advises them not to marry another
person after divorce but to instead live alone or to reunite
with the former spouse.

The most serious will of God for the married believers is
that they should not divorce except the case that one cannot
lead the life worthy to gain salvation because of the other’s
persecution. If an unbelieving husband desires to live with
his believing wife, the believing wife should not abandon
him, and vice versa.

The meaning of a certificate of divorce recorded
in the Old Testament

In the Matthew 19:3 onward is a scene where Jesus and
the Pharisees talked about divorce. They asked Him, “Is it
lawful for a man to divorce his wife for any reason at all?”
(v. 3) Jesus answered, “Have you not read that He who cre-
ated them from the beginning made them male and female,
and said, ‘For this reason a man shall leave his father and
mother and be joined to his wife, and the two shall become
one flesh’? So they are no longer two, but one flesh. What
therefore God has joined together, let no man separate” (vv.
4-6).

They asked Him again, “Why then did Moses command
to give her a certificate of divorce and send her away?” (v.
7) Jesus explained to them the will of God, “Because of
your hardness of heart Moses permitted you to divorce your
wives; but from the beginning it has not been this way. And
I say to you, whoever divorces his wife, except for immo-
rality, and marries another woman commits adultery” (vv.
8-9).

If a woman and a man get married and become one flesh,
God wants them to love each other unchangingly and live
in happiness forever. But if the husband doesn’t want to live
with his wife anymore for some reason, it cannot be guar-
anteed that they can live in happiness, exclusively that his
heart is restored. Only pains and unhappy things continually
increase in their married life.

Deuteronomy 24:1 reads, “When a man takes a wife and
marries her, and it happens that she finds no favor in his
eyes because he has found some indecency in her, and he
writes her a certificate of divorce and puts it in her hand
and sends her out from his house.” This is a safety device
of God that prohibits the husband from getting involved in
other women and at the same time protects the wife.

If the Word of God recorded in Romans 12:17 “Never
pay back evil for evil to anyone. Respect what is right in
the sight of all men” had been given to the people in Old
Testament times, it would have been difficult for them to
obey it. It was because the Holy Spirit didn’t come into
their hearts and they couldn’t accomplish such a love with
human might. Leviticus 24:19-20 reads, “If a man injures
his neighbor, just as he has done, so it shall be done to him:
fracture for fracture, eye for eye, tooth for tooth; just as he
has injured a man, so it shall be inflicted on him.” These
verses help us understand why God gave His people the
Law— at least if they have fear of the law then they might
not to do evil toward their neighbors.

But in New Testament times when the Lord Jesus re-
deemed all men from their sins and forgave them of their
sins, the Holy Spirit came to dwell in their hearts and helps
them accomplish the heart of Jesus Christ. When the born-
again believers learn and act by the Word of God and pray
fervently, they give birth to spirit by the Spirit and bear the
fruit of the Spirit. Then, they become able to understand and
forgive everyone, even their enemies.

Though one is allowed to give the other spouse
a certificate of divorce, God ultimately wants them
to be reconciled

In Matthew 5:32, Jesus said, “I say to you that everyone
who divorces his wife, except for the reason of unchastity,
makes her commit adultery; and whoever marries a divorced
woman commits adultery.” If a wife commits adultery, her
husband is allowed to give a certificate of divorce to her.

In 1 Corinthians 7:15-17, the apostle Paul said, “Yet if
the unbelieving one leaves, let him leave; the brother or the
sister is not under bondage in such cases, but God has called
us to peace. For how do you know, O wife, whether you
will save your husband? Or how do you know, O husband,
whether you will save your wife? Only, as the Lord has as-
signed to each one, as God has called each, in this manner
let him walk. And so I direct in all the churches.”

Divorce is allowed by God only when a wife’s unchaste
action is revealed or when an unbelieving one wants to di-
vorce from the other spouse. But we have to carefully con-
sider the ultimate will of God even under those conditions.
If the unbelieving husband severely persecutes the wife and
threats her forcing her to choose only one of the two—God
or him, she cannot betray God and forsake her faith in Him
just because of fear of his persecution. If she leaves the path
of faith, it means she doesn’t have true faith. If she has true
faith, she can overcome persecution and try her best to lead
him to the path to salvation. If the persecution becomes se-
vere up to the point of her salvation being taken away, she
can choose to be separated from her unbelieving husband
for some time and to pray. It is because the unbelieving hus-
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band who had claimed to get divorced out of rage may calm =

down and change his mind during the separation.
