“And there is salvation in no one else; for there is no other name under heaven that has been given among men by which we must be saved.” (Acts 4:12)
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2 The Word of Life

The gentleness that God recognizes is not 
just being soft in character. It refers to having a 
broad heart that can accept many people. 

Now, what do we have to do in order to 
cultivate the gentleness acknowledged by God?

1. 3rd True Blessing: The Gentle

1) Virtuous Generosity to Accept Many People 
He who is gentle can accept those who are 

very dif ferent from themselves; such a person 
wouldn’t pass judgment with his evil in any 
matter. He understands others f rom their 
viewpoint. He serves them with humbleness and 
a heart soft as cotton. 

Even for those who do evil, he wouldn’t forsake 
them; he’d bear with them and help them until 
they change so that they could do better. His 
tone of  speech wouldn’t be loud but sof t and 
gentle. He wouldn’t say many meaningless things 
but only the words of truth that are necessary. 

Also, even for those who hate and curse him, 
he wouldn’t have hard feelings against them 
or get of fended. When he receives advice or 
rebuke, he accepts them and improves himself. 
He wouldn’t have any trouble with anyone but 
understands their shortcomings and accepts 
them so he can gain the heart of the many. 

2) Cultivate Heart-field to make it Good Soil
In Matthew 13 Jesus likened the heart of men 

into 4 kinds of fi elds. 
The roadside is hardened soil, so seeds can’t 

sprout there. Those who have this heart can’t 
have faith at all even if  they hear God’s word. 
They are stubborn and have closed minds, so 
they can’t meet God. Even if they go to church, 
they are just churchgoers. The word doesn’t take 
root in them, and thus their faith doesn’t grow. 

On the rocky f ield the seeds can sprout but 
can’t grow well due to the rocks. Those who 
have this heart do not have assurance of faith 
even if  they hear God’s word. So, they fall in 
temptations. They’re better than roadside, but 
their heart is not yet cultivated with the truth, 
so they can’t put the word into practice. 

The seeds can grow to some extent on the 

thorny f ield but can’t bear the fruit due to the 
thorns. Those who have this heart have worries 
of the world and their own ideas and plans, so 
they can’t experience God’s power. 

Seeds can grow well and bear abundant fruit 
in the good soil. Those who have this heart obey 
God’s word and can harvest abundant fruit in all 
matters. 

People have mixture of the aforementioned 4 
types of fi elds in their heart. They might have a 
mixture or roadside with rocky fi eld or good soil 
and rocky fi eld. Therefore, the important thing is 
not what kind of heart they have right now but 
how diligently they are plowing their heart-fi eld. 
Anyone can have a good soil if  they cast away 
sins and evil. 

3) Cast away Evil Praying with Faith
In order to plow the heart-field, above all, one 

must worship in spirit and truth so that they 
can understand the word of  God. One should 
rejoice even in hardships, pray without ceasing, 
and give thanks in all things while trying to 
cast away evil from the heart. 

He has to ask for God’s power through fervent 
prayers while trying to practice the Word. Then, 
he can receive God’s grace and power and the 
help of the Holy Spirit to cast away sins. Even if 
we have good soil, if we don’t sow the seeds nor 
take care of them, we won’t have any harvest. 
Likewise, it is important to pray with faith until 
the end. 

Faith is the substance of things not seen (Heb. 
11:1), and thus, we can get a good harvest if  we 
pray with faith in God continually. We might 
feel we’ve cast away evil at a certain point 
and then we f ind more evil in our heart later. 
However, if we don’t give up until the end, we’ll 
be able to cultivate a holy and gentle heart 
eventually. 

2 .  F le shly  G ent lene s s  an d  Sp ir i tu al 
Gentleness

He who is gentle in f leshly sense is generally 
quiet and mild in behavior, so he wouldn’t want 
to hear any loud voices or conf licts. However, 
he might be indecisive even when he sees 

untruthf ul things or just keeps quiet seeing 
uncomfortable things. 

He might  keep on suf f er ing inside and 
then explode when it goes beyond his limits. 
He wouldn’t have the fer vor to f ulf i l l his 
duty completely, so he can’t bear good fruit. 
Therefore, such a person can’t be recognized by 
God as a gentle person. 

On the contrar y, he who has cultivated 
a spiritually  gentle heart by casting away 
untruths can bear much fruit in revival and 
evangelism. A lso, he can bear the spiritual 
f ruits such as the f ruit of  light (Eph. 5:9), 
spiritual love (1 Cor. 13), and the fruits of  the 
Spirit (Gal. 5:22-23). Because he is a man of 
spirit, he receives answers to his prayers very 
quickly. 

Above all, he can be conf ident and strong 
within the truth. He teaches the truth strictly. 
When there are souls that commit grave sins 
before God, he can rebuke them with love to let 
them turn from their ways (Matt. 12:34, 23:13-
35; Luke 11:42-44; John 2:14-16). 

The gentleness in 1 Cor. 13 is the most basic 
gentleness needed to cultivate spiritual love, 
whereas the gentleness as in the nine fruits of 
the Spirit is to be gentle in all kinds of matters. 
Gentleness in the Beatitudes is to bring down 
blessings by bearing the f ruit of  gentleness 
and making it ef fective in his life. This is the 
highest level of gentleness. 

3. Blessing for Those Who Are Spiritually 
Gentle

Matt. 5:5 says, “Blessed are the gentle, for 
they shall inherit the earth.” This means, as 
a righteous person, they’d inherit land in the 
kingdom of heaven and dwell there forever (Psa. 
37:29). 

What is the reason God gives land in heaven 
to those who are gentle? Psalm 37:11 says, “But 
the humble will inherit the land and will delight 
themselves in abundant prosperity.” As said, 
those who are gentle have virtuous generosity 
and can accept many people. 

Those who have spiritual gentleness can 
forgive other people’s faults, understand them,

Nazareth, the beginning of the 
ministry in Israel

From the beginning of our church God gave 
us the duty to awaken Israel. Jesus was born 
in Israel and fulfi lled the providence of cross, 
but it now has become a land barren of the 
gospel. 

On July 25, 2007, the Israel ministry began 
by speaking in a Wednesday service in Living 
Spirit Church of Nazareth, where Jesus grew up. 
Rev. Jaerock Lee also led the Sunday morning 
service in King of Glory Church in Haifa. 

In the 1st visit to Israel, Rev. Lee testif ied 
about Jesus Christ and prayed for the sick. 
Many divine healings took place and God 
was glorified. It was a big stepping stone for 
ministry in Israel. 

In the 2nd v isit, we had the Wednesday 
ser v ice in the Liv ing Spir it  Church in 
Nazareth on Oct. 10, 2007. Next day, we had 
a pastors’ meeting in King of Glory Church 
in Haifa. On that Friday, we had a worship 
service in the House of  Prayer Church in 
Ashdod, and one of those who were healed by 
prayer was an orthodox Jew. The next day, we 
had Sunday services in Ebenezer Church and 
Water of Life Church in Haifa. 

The 2nd visit gave us a better idea of how the 
ministry was going to unfold itself and how 
we could cooperate with pastors there.  

Proclaiming Jesus Christ  at 
Bethlehem  

The 3rd visit to Israel is signif icant in a 

sense that Rev. Lee proclaimed Jesus 
Christ at Bethlehem, the birth place 
of  Jesus, on the Christmas Day of 
2007. The local pastors were having a 
hard time ministering; only 1% of the 
population there are Christians and 
they were subject to discrimination. 
Rev. Lee delivered God’s power and love 
to them thereby giving them strength 
and hope. 

After the 3rd visit, we heard the news 
that many Israeli churches had revival 
and the churches in Bethlehem that 
used to be divided were now coming 
together. Another gain was that many 
Israeli pastors were being united to 
form one group. 

The 4th visit was made in February of 
2008. The first schedule was a meeting 
with the local pastors. Then, we had a 
united meeting in an African Church, 
Come and See Church in Tel Av iv. 
Pastors and believers were blessed in 
the meeting and 2 churches joined as 
branch churches. 

In a meeting held in Ashdod, many 
healing works took place through Rev. 
Lee’s prayer, including a man regaining 
his hearing af ter 53 years of  hearing 
impairment. There was another meeting 
in King of Glory Church. 

With an open heart, attendees heard 
the message, “Only Jesus is Our Savior.” 
God’s power was also manifested. One person 
recovered her eyesight and another had 
paralysis loosened. 

Jerusalem and Eilat 

During the 5th v isit in April 2008, we 
had meetings in Jerusalem, Ashkelon, and 
Beersheba. Rev. Jaerock Lee proclaimed Jesus 
Christ wherever he went and manifested 
divine healing works. 

The 6th visit was done in June 2008. It was 
the end of the 1st part of ministry in Israel and 
beginning of the 2nd part. In the meeting in 
Jerusalem, Rev. Lee preached about why God 
placed the tree of knowledge of good and evil. 
It was received as a blessing by many people.

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Six years ago I started to have 
f requent nightmares. My whole 
body ached. A f ter marriage, it 
became even worse. I’d scream 
anywhere and also had f its. 

I couldn’t  work, and I didn’t 
want to. So, my husband had to do 
all the house chores. I was always 
angry. I’d scream at my husband 
and children to f ight with them. 
Sometimes my husband had to 
stay up all night because of  me 
and couldn’t go to work. 

In Januar y 2018 we moved to 
Delhi because of  my husband’s 
work. It is a much more populated 
area than my hometown, and my 
symptoms got worse. I’d fall many 
t imes a day. My headache was 
unbearable. I felt like something 

heav y was pressing down on my 
head. 

In May  t hat  year, my  sister-
in-law introduced to my Delhi 
Manmin Churc h and  sa id  t he 
Lord could heal me. I attended 
a prayer meeting with her. They 
were play ing the live-broadcast 
of  Daniel  Prayer  Meeting t hat 
was going on in Manmin Central 
Church in Seoul. 

I went to a church for the f irst 
time in my life, but I followed all 
the prayers and praise songs and 
received the prayer of Rev. Jaerock 
Lee on video at the end of it. 

While I was receiving the prayer, 
I fell down. I woke up af ter Pastor 
John Kim prayed for me with a 
handkerchief. That night, I slept 

ver y  wel l,  and  f rom t he  nex t 
Sunday I began to go to church 
regularly. 

I  at tended  not  on l y  Sunda y 
ser v ic es  but  a lso  F r ida y  a l l-
night ser vice and Daniel Prayer 
Meetings ever y night. I listened 
to Message of  the Cross sermons 
of  Rev. Jaerock Lee every day. At 
f irst I felt drowsy and couldn’t 
focus, but it was much better af ter 
a week. 

A lso, as I received the Senior 
Pastor’s prayer for the sick and the 
handkerchief  prayer f rom Pastor 
John Kim (Acts 19:11-12) in every 
worship service, my falling down 
seizures got much better. 

I  ga i ne d  some  f a i t h ,  a nd  I 
prepared myself  with prayers and 

fasting to get healed completely 
in the summer retreat. I attended 
the 1st day of  the 2018 Manmin 
Summer  Retreat  in  A ugust  in 
India through GCN TV. When the 
speaker Pastor  Soojin Lee was 
praying with the handkerchief, I 
felt like I was falling, but I focused 
on receiving the prayer. Soon, I felt 
the evil spirit in me lef t, and the 
heav y sensation in the head was 
also gone. 

Af ter the summer retreat, I’ve 
never had any f its or nightmares. 
Headaches and pain all over the 
body were also gone. Now I do the 
house-keeping work and play with 
my kids, too. My whole family is 
so happy thanks to the grace of 
the Lord. Hallelujah!

I had stomach pain from time to time beginning in June 
2018. I also had indigestion. It became increasingly more 
pain. Sometimes I couldn’t sleep. One time I had dif f iculty 
in breathing and stomach cramps and passed out. I was 
taken to an ER. They found a 6cm ovarian cyst. 

The doctor said, “You shouldn’t have any pain but you 
do. It means the lump could have caused necrosis being 
attached to the ovary, and we need to surgically remove 
it right away. There is high level of  inf lammation in the 
blood test, so it could soon lead to peritonitis.”

I was very surprised to hear it, but I had peace in my 
mind when I thought that God always gives us the best. I 
decided to rely on God completely. Whenever I had pain, 
I received Rev. Jaerock Lee’s recorded prayer for the sick, 
and I’d feel OK. 

As I prayed, God gave me the grace to look into the deep 
part of  my heart. I made a strong f ramework of  God’s 
word since I grew up in faith from childhood, and I’d press 
myself with that framework. 

When I prayed about it, I realized that God loves me and 
cherishes my being unconditionally and without a limit 
and not because I do something well. Then, I felt much 
lighter in my heart. 

From January 2019, I wanted to be healed completely, so 
I tried to please God.

Recently, I went on a short-term missionar y trip to 
Indonesia, and there, I gave my testimony that the 6cm 
ovarian cyst disappeared. I was so happy I could become 
a witness of the Lord and His power.
