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2019 Summer Bible School 

for Children

The 2019 Summer Bible School was held 
f rom July 28 through 30 by the Children’s 
Sunda y  Sc hool.  C h i ld r en  f r om  bra nc h 
churches including Gumi, Daejeon, Masan, 
Sokcho, Jeonju, and Cheonan also took part.

1. Manmin Central Church believes that the Bible is God-breathed Word 
that is perfect and flawless.

2. Manmin Central Church believes in the unity and the work of God the 
Trinity: God the Holy Father, God the Holy Son, and God the Holy Spirit.

3. Manmin Central Church believes that we are forgiven of our sins only 
by the redeeming blood of Jesus Christ. 

4. Manmin Central Church believes in the resurrection and ascension of 
Jesus Christ, His Second Advent, the Millennium, and the eternal 
heaven.

5. Members of Manmin Central Church confess their faith through “The 
Apostles’ Creed” each time they come together and believe in its content 
verbatim.
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 “[God] Himself gives to all people life and breath and all things.” (Acts 17:25)
“And there is salvation in no one else; for there is no other name under heaven that has been given among men by which we must be saved.” (Acts 4:12)
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Generally, being quiet, calm, and having 
a  lac k  of  host i l i t y  is  c onsidered  peac e. 
However, peace in God’s sight is to seek the 
good of  ever yone, to consider others f irst, 
and to be okay with either side within the 
truth, being unbiased. It needs self-sacrif ice, 
and thus, the spiritual meaning of  peace is to 
sacrif ice oneself  even to the point of  giving 
his life. 

1. Peacemakers
Once we bel ie ve  in  God and lear n t he 

t r u t h,  nor ma l l y  w e’d  not  br e a k  pe ac e 
intentionally. However, as long as we have 
self-righteousness in us, we are apt to break 
peace unknowingly. We can easily see this 
if  we check whether or not we are trying to 
appease others or they try to appease us. We 
can see very of ten peace being broken over 
small matters due to self-righteousness. 

Therefore, we have to check as to whether 
or not we ser ve other’s interest f irst; and 
whether or not we insist on our opinion until 
it is accepted, knowing others are having a 
hard time because of  you. We should also 
check if  we’re thinking that others should 
accept our opinion because we’re seniors 
in age or rank. Then, we can check if  we’re 
peacemakers or not. 

Generally, it is easy for us to be at peace 
w it h t hose w ho are nice to us. However, 
God says we have to pursue holiness and 
ha ve  peac e  w it h  e ver yone  (He b. 12:14). 
Even though we are absolutely right, if  our 
righteousness makes others feel dif f iculty, 
we should realize that it is not right in the 
sight of  God. 

2. To Have Peace with Everyone

Above all, we must have peace with God 
f irst. 

To have peace with God means there is no 
wall of  sin between God and us (Isa. 59:1-
2). If  we accept Jesus Christ, all our sins are 
forgiven thanks to His precious blood (Eph. 
1:7). Here, the wall of  sin between God and us 

is demolished and we are reconciled to God. 
However, if  we keep on sinning af ter this 

event, it means we’re creating walls of  sin 
again. We can learn f rom the Bible that all 
life problems are caused by sin. When Jesus 
healed the paralytic, He gave forgiveness of  
sins f irst. Af ter He healed the man who had 
been sick for 38 years, He said in John 5:14, 
“Behold, you have become well; do not sin 
anymore, so that nothing worse happens to 
you.” 

Therefore, we can have peace with God and 
receive His blessings when we turn from sins 
and live by the word of  God. In so doing we 
can also receive God’s healing and become 
healthy; we can receive f inancial blessings as 
well as other heart’s desires. 

Next, we have to have peace with ourselves. 
A s long as we have ev il such as hatred, 

env y, jealousy, and so on, that ev il nature 
can be agitated depending on the situation. 
Thus, we can’t be at peace. A Korean saying 
goes, “A cousin buys land, and my stomach 
aches.” It tells us we suf fer due to jealousy. 
A lso, the Holy Spirit will groan and we will 
feel af f licted in heart. 

A s  w e  a c c e p t  Je s u s  C h r i s t ,  r e c e i v e 
forgiveness of  sins, and are reconciled to 
God, God gives us the gif t of  the Holy Spirit 
into our heart (Acts 2:38). The Holy Spirit lets 
us call God our Father and teaches us about 
sin, righteousness, and judgment. 

As we live by the word of  God w ith the 
help of  the Holy Spirit, we will have peace 
in mind because the Holy Spirit re joices in 
us. Then, we can have peace with ourselves. 
Furthermore, if  we cast away all evil f rom 
our heart, we can also have perfect peace 
w it h ourselves. We can have peace w it h 
other people only af ter we have peace within 
ourselves. 

L a s t l y,  w e  h a v e  t o  h a v e  p e a c e  w i t h 
everyone, in the truth. 

Rather than accomplishing great things 
f or  God’s k ingdom, He f irst  wants us to 

know and take af ter His heart. Unless it is 
of  the untruth, we should have peace with 
ever yone, sometimes consider ing ot her’s 
weak faith. We can have peace with everyone 
when we have the spiritual goodness with 
which we don’t break a bruised reed or put 
out a smoldering wick. 

A lso,  w e  c a n  ha ve  peac e  a nd  ha r vest 
abundant fruits when we sacrif ice ourselves 
complete ly  in  a l l  respec ts  (John 12:24). 
Everyone has their opinions and preferences, 
so if  everyone insists on their opinions, peace 
can never be established. 

Those who seek the benef it of  others in all 
things do not seek what they like but they go 
along with what others want (Gen. 13). When 
others strike their cheek, they turn to them 
the other also. When others take their tunic, 
they give them their cloak as well. If  others 
force them to go a mile with them, they go 
w ith them t wo (Matt. 5:39-41). They  love 
their enemies and pray for those who are 
persecuting them. 

What we have to be caref ul about is that 
we have to pursue peace w ithin the truth 
while trying to have peace with everyone. 

3. Blessing for Peacemakers
Ma t t h e w  5:9  s a y s ,  “B l e s s e d  a r e  t h e 

peacemakers, for they shall be called sons 
of  God.” Here, ‘sons’ refers to all God’s true 
children who are acknowledged by Him. 

Those who accept Jesus Christ and possess 
faith are all God’s children (John 1:12), but 
some of  them obey the Word while others 
don’t. The true children of  God should take 
af ter the image of  the Lord (Romans 8:29). 
One can be called a true son of  God when he 
sacrif ices himself  and pursues peace in all 
things. Such a man can enjoy spiritual power 
and authority that Jesus had (Matt. 10:1). 

Jesus hea led var ious sick nesses, drove 
out demons and revived the dead. Likewise, 
incurable diseases such as cancers, A IDS, 
leukemia can be cured. The lame, blind, 
dead, and mute come to be w hole again. 
Paralysis is loosened and the dead come back

Israeli Churches Standing Firm

On July 25, 2007, Jaerock Lee started his 
ministry in Israel in Nazareth where Jesus 
grew up. He then v isited Jerusalem and 
Eilat. Af ter that visit, he visited Israel 6 
more times to preach about the living God 
and Jesus Christ with signs and wonders 
following his preaching. 

The 7 th visit to Israel was made in July 
2008. On July 26, Rev. Lee led a meeting 
under the tit le “Why Is Jesus Our Only 
Savior?” in Haifa in the morning. In the 
af ternoon, he led another meeting in Tel 
Aviv under the title “Providence in Planting 
the Tree of  K nowledge”. The power f ul 
w or k s  of  G od  f ol low ed  t he  spir i t ua l 
message, and as the visitations continued, 
Israeli pastors were reaf f irmed in faith, 
and their churches stood f irm on the rock. 

In the 8t h v isit  in Oct. 2008, a united 
meeting was held by 3 churches together 
in Nahariya, the nor thernmost par t of  
Israel. A lso, the sanctuar y inauguration 
ser v ic e  w as  he ld  at  A shdod  Ma nmin 
Church. Now, several Israeli pastors agreed 
to set up an independent organization for 
church grow th and union of  the pastors. 
They named their organization the Crystal 
Forum. 

T he  Cr y sta l  For um was esta bl ished 
star t ing w ith 6 pastors who had great 
enthusiasm for ministry in Israel. Rev. Lee 
also met with orthodox Jew family. 

3 Israeli Pastors’ Seminars  

God blessed us to v isit  Israel 3 times 
in 2009 before we had the Israel United 
Crusade in Jerusalem in September. It was 
right before the 27 th anniversar y of  our 
church in Oct. 2009.

Rev. Lee held a meeting in Hadera in 
his 9th v isit to Israel in Feb. 2009. A f ter 
that  he had the 1st pastors’ seminar in 
Ashdod Manmin Church with 120 pastors 
in attendance. The title was “To Receive 
Power”.

Rev. Lee made his 10th visit in April. He 
had the 2nd pastors’ seminar in Nazareth 
Living Spirit Church with the title “Measure 
of  Faith”. A famous gospel singer Dmitri 
Petrovski’s w ife Katerina received Rev. 
Lee’s prayer to be healed of  her malignant 
lymphoma. Her condition got better very 
quickly, and soon her doctors declared she 
was completely healed. Glory to God!

Rev. Lee had his 11t h v isit to Israel in 
June. He led a celebration meeting in King 
of  Glor y Church for mov ing into a new 
sanctuary in Jerusalem. Af ter that he led 
the 3rd pastors’ seminar in Inbal Hotel. 
He explained about the dif f icult passages 
of  the Bible and spir itual rea lm. Many 
attendants’ spiritual eyes were opened. 

Formation of  Cr ystal Forum 
and Meetings with High Of f icials 

One of the most thankful things in the 11 
visits to Israel was that the Israeli pastors 
voluntarily organized Crystal Forum and 
they had the opening ceremony of its of f ice 
in Jerusalem. 

Rev. Lee was very impressed by the plan 

of  Israeli pastors; they wanted to hold the 
United Crusade, Praise Festivals, Couples 
Seminar, and Youth Camp through the 
Cr ystal Forum. He promised to prov ide 
regular  suppor t  f or  t hem. The Israel i 
pastors did actually gain much strength 
a nd  c ont inued  t heir  ac t i v e  m in is t r y 
through Crystal Forum. 

In his 11th visit to Israel, Rev. Lee met with 
high of f icials in multiple occasions. Hilik 
Barr received prayer for his promotion 
in his party, and he received the actual 
blessings. He became the v ice mayor of 
Jerusalem city, then Secretary General of  
the Labor Party, a member of  the Knesset, 
and t hen f ina l ly  t he v ice chair  of  t he 
Knesset. 

Rev. Jaerock Lee from July 2007 held 22 
meetings, 3 pastors’ seminars, and 10 pastors 
meetings. Finally, he was inv ited as the 
speaker for the Israel United Crusade held 
by Crystal Forum in Jerusalem in September 
2009. He boldly preached about Jesus Christ. 
In October same year, he invited the leaders 
of the Crystal Forum to South Korea for the 
27th anniversary of the church.

On July  2, I  sent  t he urgent 
prayer  request  to  E lder  Sang 
Won Lee through a social media. 
A nd then, something amazing 
happened. The day  I  sent  t he 
prayer request, Pastor Soojin Lee 
prayed with the handkerchief  on 
which Rev. Jaerock Lee prayed 

(Acts 19:11-12), and the breathing of 
the baby became normal. His skin 
colors were normal too. Hallelujah!

The baby was discharged from 
the hospital the next day, on July 
3. I give all thanks and glory to 
God the Father who gave us divine 
healing and great happiness.

I came to Seoul and settled 
down in Guro Dong area when 
my business went bankrupt. I 
was guided to Manmin Central 
Church in 2005. At that time, 
I was almost crawling due to 
severe herniated spinal disc, 
but healed by Rev. Jaerock Lee’s 
prayer. Since then, I didn’t cease 
to pray, taking the responsibility 
as a cell group leader. 

In 2009, God blessed me to 
get a job at a dental laboratory. 
I was also healed of  my frozen 
shoulder by the Senior Pastor’s 
prayer, and my husband also 
came to church say ing there 
really is a mysterious existence 
there.

In the end, I quit my job and 
got part time jobs with prayers. I 
did my best in my job as well as 
fulfilling my duty as a cell group 
leader. I v isited the members 
of  t he  c hurc h  f or  spir i t ua l 
counseling and didn’t miss the 
Tuesday prayer meetings. 

Then, I got more work and 
I had more income than I did 
before. In 2018, I repented of not 
praying hard enough and losing 
my  passion f or  L ord’s  work 
amidst trials in the church. So, 

f rom 2019, I tried to read the 
Bible more properly to change 
myself  and to be more faithful 
in my church duty.

In  m y  w or k ,  w e  use  v er y 
strong cleaning agent that also 
includes hydrochloric acid, and 
some of  it splashed on to my 
face and eyes. It was in late May. 
I felt like there was sand in my 
eyes and I couldn’t open them. 
Tears kept on running down. 

I  put  t he hand kerchief  on 
w hich Senior  Pastor  prayed 
(Acts 19:11-12) on my eyes and 
received his recorded prayer 
through my smart phone. 

A f ter  I came back  home, I 
thought I’d give my eyes a rest 
and tr ied to get  some sleep. 
In my dream I met the Senior 
Pastor. To my amazement, af ter 
I woke up, the reddening of the 
eyes was gone completely and I 
didn’t feel anything abnormal in 
my eyes. Hallelujah!

In another occasion, I received 
the Senior Pastor’s prayer for 
the sick recorded in telephone 

automated response system 
when I couldn’t  walk  due to 
severe back pain, and the pain 
disappeared r ight away, and 
this surprised my husband very 
much.
